Mentor, advise, and oversee 12 to 14 Drawing Studio faculty each semester within a foundation-
level Art and Design program. Serve as a key contributor to curriculum development and act as a
liaison between Art Foundations and 11 degree-granting departments. Lead and facilitate
multiple monthly breakout meetings focused on faculty enrichment, mentorship, and the
consistent communication of department-wide information. Maintain and uphold curriculum
standards across all Drawing Studio sections.

Collaborate annually with the School of the Arts figure model program, engaging in ongoing
conversations regarding classroom ethics, the evolving profession of modeling, and the personal

and professional needs of the models who serve in studio courses.
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When | formally took on the Area Head role in Spring 2020, there was an urgent need for
infrastructure improvements within classroom spaces and still life storage. Additionally, there was
a lack of cohesion among drawing faculty regarding learning outcomes and pedagogical
expectations. | initiated a long-term process of retooling the Drawing Studio curriculum, informed
by over a decade of student success and a review of the program’s history prior to and after the
2006 pilot curriculum. These efforts have aimed to better align foundational drawing instruction
with the needs of both students and VCUarts' degree-granting departments.

To foster collaboration, | initiated meetings with all department chairs across VCUarts to
encourage open dialogue, build relationships, and identify opportunities for partnership. These
meetings continue to offer valuable feedback and inform ongoing reforms. | also lead onboarding
for new drawing faculty each semester and regularly conduct one-on-one meetings with all
faculty to ensure consistency, support, and cultural integration into the program.

As one of four Area Heads, | met weekly throughout Spring and Fall 2020 with the department
lead and fellow heads to navigate challenges related to COVID-19, online teaching, and
maintaining quality educational experiences for students and faculty. From Spring 2021, these
meetings shifted to a biweekly schedule, and since Fall 2021, we have implemented four
strategically timed meetings per semester, supplemented by one-on-one meetings as needs arise.

Prince's role with the Muscarelle involves
fostering its outreach and educational programs and functioning as an in-house
artist. His pedagogy and the creative process often reference his native New
Orleans and themes of reconciliation and healing. In addition, he uses the arts as a
means to speak about really tough topics.

workshop for Art Foundation utilizing Art Foundation's relief printing press. This
turned into a four-hour workshop that overflowed into three more hours of discourse
and dinner with select students. The students created images that shared aspects of
their lived experiences in the community context. This workshop provided a space
where students could demystify superficial barriers that cause division in our
communities, and through the dinner conversation, the dialogue was able to open up
a rich conversation with Steve, Myself, Roberto Jamora, and several students.

Navigating Institutions: In the Spring Semester of 2022, Myself, Assistant Prof.
Roberto Jamora, Assistant Prof Chris Norris, and Assistant Prof Will Connally put
together an inclusion grant proposal that came to fruition.
